	 	 	 Teams	in	the	tournament	must	have	a	record	of	games	
	 	 	 preceding	the	tournament	to	determine	pitching	
	 	 	 eligibility.		During	the	state	tournament,	each	team	must	
	 	 	 designate	a	pitch	counter	for	their	team.		The	host	
	 	 	 of	the	state	tournament	will	also	have	an	Official	Pitch	
	 	 	 Counter	for	each	game.		Pitch	counters	will	follow	the	
	 	 	 Pitch	Count	Guidelines	for	the	state	tournament	adopted	
	 	 	 on	10-20-21.		At	the	end	of	the	game	each	coach	or	
	 	 	 designee	must	sign	the	official	SIJHSAA	Pitch	Count	
	 	 	 Worksheet	for	record.
